1. Cognition refers to the mental processes involved in acquiring, processing, storing, and using information, such as perception, attention, memory, thinking, reasoning, and problem solving.
2. The example uses Deductive Reasoning.
It moves from a general premise (“All students who revise daily…”) to a specific conclusion about Riya.
3. Short Term Memory (STM) is a temporary memory system that holds a limited amount of information (about 7±2 items) for a short duration of 15–30 seconds.
4. Chunking is a memory strategy in which individual pieces of information are grouped into meaningful units to improve retention in short-term memory.
5. Homeostasis refers to the body’s tendency to maintain internal physiological balance, such as regulating hunger, thirst, and body temperature.
6. The motivation cycle includes need → drive → goal-directed behavior → goal attainment → reduction of need.

8. Spearman proposed that intelligence consists of a general factor (g) underlying all cognitive abilities and specific factors (s) unique to particular tasks.
9. Personality refers to the unique and relatively stable patterns of thoughts, emotions, and behaviors that characterize an individual.
10. Defence mechanisms are unconscious strategies used to reduce anxiety.Examples: Repression, Projection.
11. Reasoning is the mental process of drawing conclusions from given information using logical thinking.
12. Syntax refers to the rules governing the arrangement of words to form meaningful sentences in a language.

13. Steps include:

14.   Inductive reasoning moves from specific observations to general conclusions.
Example: Observing several intelligent students and concluding all psychology students are intelligent.
  Deductive reasoning moves from general principles to specific conclusions.
Example: All humans are mortal; Ram is human; therefore Ram is mortal.
15. Proposed by Craik and Lockhart, it suggests that deeper processing (semantic) leads to better memory than shallow processing (structural or phonemic).

Encoding failure: Information is not properly encoded (e.g., forgetting a name not attended to).

Retrieval failure: Information is stored but cannot be accessed (e.g., tip-of-the-tongue phenomenon).

17. Alderfer’s ERG theory proposes three needs:
· Existence (basic needs)
· Relatedness (social needs)
· Growth (personal development)
Unlike Maslow, these needs can operate simultaneously.
