The founder, Ms. Kavitha, plans to sell the products through retail stores, supermarkets, and online platforms across Tamil Nadu. Initially, FreshBite Foods started operations with a small production capacity and local sales. However, as demand increased, the company expanded production and began supplying to multiple districts. During a routine inspection by the local food safety officer, it was found that FreshBite Foods was operating without a valid FSSAI license.
